Find an agency:

b. Infoline Sacramento – Click “Community Resource Lists”

c. Network of Care – “Click Service Directory,” then click “Find the Right Service”

Find additional information about an agency:

1. Search for the agency’s website in Google: http://www.google.com/  Make a thorough inspection of the website, following several links and reading  much of the text.

2. Use the SCC library databases to search for articles about the agency in magazine and newspaper articles.  Go to the SCC library home page (http://www.scc.losrios.edu/~library/) and click “Databases.”  Inside each of the following databases, type the name of your agency “and Sacramento” or “and Sacramento County.”  

a. Sacramento Bee (ProQuest)

b. Newspapers (ProQuest):  Contains several California newspapers.

c. Infotrac or Research Library:  National indexes with minor local coverage.

3. Call or email the agency.  Contact a specific individual if possible.

Find books about the general topic of community service:

1. Go to the SCC library home page and click on “LOIS.”  Type Keyword searches for: community service; children and welfare; or another topic.  Limit to SCC.

2. If you find a book you like, look for the Subject links at the bottom of the page for that book and click on any that describe your topic.

3. Browse the HQ call number area in the stacks behind the library reference desk.
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
