How to Find Poetry in the SCC Library

Go to LOIS, the online catalog.

Click on KEYWORD or AUTHOR, depending on the strategy you select below.

Use one of these four search strategies:

1. Click on KEYWORD.

Find books about poetry and some other concept, such as love, war, peace, cats, drug abuse, love, etc.

For example, type:
poetry love
(LOIS doesn’t require AND between the words)




poetry cats




poetry drug abuse

2. Click on KEYWORD.

Find books about American poetry, English poetry, or some other phrase that incorporates the word “poetry.”

For example, type:
American poetry




English poetry




children’s poetry




Mexican poetry

3. Click on KEYWORD.

Find collections of poetry of all types or by several authors in one volume.

For example, type:
poetry AND collections

4. Click on AUTHOR.

Find poetry by a known author.

For example, type:
Snyder, Gary
[last name first]




Graves, Robert




Frost, Robert

If you want to find books located only in the SCC collection, limit your search to SCC.

Select a title from the list of your search results.  Click on it (the blue, underlined link).

Write down the book location and the call number.  Is your book available?

Go find your book on the shelf and check it out at the circulation desk on the second floor of the library.
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
