Register to Vote    SCC provides all 
students the opportunity to register 
to vote.  Voter registration forms are 
available in the Student Leadership & 
Development Office, Student Center 
101A.  You can register to vote  if you 
are a U.S. citizen, free from felony 
convictions, & meet any of the 
following criteria:  1) Never 
registered to vote before; 2) 
Changed your residential address; 3) 
Changed your name; 4) Changed 
your party affiliation.  Register by 
February 19th so you can vote in the 
March 5th elections.

Records counter in Rodda North or 
from your home computer via the 
internet at scc.losrios.cc.ca.us, click 
Admissions/Enrollment, click 
Evaluation/Graduation, click 
Graduation/Certificate. If you have 
further questions concerning 
applying for a degree or certificate, 
please stop by Admissions & Records 
or call them at 558-2351.  Ask to 
speak to an evaluator. 
 
Scholarship Application 
Information   SCC 2002 campus 
scholarship applications will be 
available on January 28th.  To 
qualify for scholarships, applicants 
must have completed a minimum of 
12 units at SCC & be currently 
enrolled in 9 or more units at SCC.  
Descriptions of the requirements are 
included in a published Scholarship 
Listing Guide that will be available in 
hard copy & on the website January 
28th.  Informational workshops will 
be January 31st from 2-3:00 p.m.
